It will be a great gathering space for motel guests during the fall, winter
and spring with a large covered porch facing beautiful Wolf Bay and a wood burning fireplace for cool nights. The covered porch features incredible wood ceilings, re-
cessed lighting and 2 large ceiling fans. The wood ceiling continues inside where the room will be set up with couches and chairs for comfortable seating and times of
fellowship with other guests. It also includes 2 restrooms and a kitchenette with a refrigerator, sink , microwave and coffee maker. During summer months, the room
will be used as a much-needed additional meeting space for youth and children’s groups; the couches and chairs will be stored and replaced with stackable chairs for
groups with up to 75 campers.
